The guide mount motor bracket is intended for use with LiftMaster 
model 3950 operators. The mounting bracket allows the installer 
to choose the appropriate location for the operator.

INSTALLATION
The mounting bracket can be installed in the following locations:

• Inside the door guide

• Outside the door guide

1. Disconnect power to the operator.

2. Choose the appropriate location for the mounting bracket. 

3.  Align the mounting bracket to the door guide. 

4.  Secure the mounting bracket to the wall and door guide using 
appropriate hardware.

5.  Secure the operator to the mounting bracket using the 
appropriate hardware.

6. Attach the chain.

7. Reconnect power to the operator.
