For openers with a PRGM/SET button (2011‐CURRENT):

CLEARING REMOTES FROM RESIDENTIAL OPENERS                   

1. Press and hold the PRGM/SET button until the round LED 
turns blue, then release.  Purple LED begins flashing. 

2. Press and hold down both the UP(+) and DOWN(-) buttons at 
the same time until both LEDs turn blue, then release. 

3. Press a remote button to verify the door does not move. 

For openers with a LEARN CODE button (1995‐2011): 

1. Press and hold the LEARN CODE button until the LED stops 
flashing, then release. 

2. Press a remote button to verify the door does not move. 

NOTE: These steps will clear ALL programmed devices. 

RESIDENTIAL OPENERS 1995‐CURRENT                          

1. Remove the battery pull tab to activate the remote 
 

2. Locate either a square PROGRAM button (PRGM) or 
round LEARN CODE button on the opener (ceiling). The 
location could be anywhere on the cover or under a lens 
depending on the model. 
 

 

 

 

3. Put opener into programming mode - the openers 
programming window will time out after 30 seconds:  
-  If you have a PRGM/SET button - press and hold down  
   until the LED turns blue, then release.  Purple LED    
   begins flashing. 
-  If you have a LEARN CODE button – press and hold  
   down until the red LED starts flashing, then release. 
 

4. Holding the remote at least 5ft away from the opener, 
press and release the desired remote button once every 2 
seconds until the opener operates.   
NOTE: Have an opener from 1995-1997?  See next block.   

NOTE FOR RESIDENTIAL OPENERS 1995‐1997 ONLY             

Perform the same steps using these shaded buttons only.   

BATTERY REPLACEMENT                          

Open case as shown, remove and replace CR2032 coin cell battery.   
NOTE battery + sign orientation 
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1-4 Button Remotes          

Battery + sign faces down towards buttons 

Buttons are facing down
